Minerals in Everyday Products
Sharon Robinson in “The Voice” (From the July 1988 Ore-
Cutts via Rock Chips, June 1988)

Talc: Used in eye-shadow.
Iron oxides (Magnetite—black oxide, Hematite—
red oxide, Limonite—yellow oxide:
Are used in liquid makeup, lipsticks,
mascaras and pressed powders.
Zinc oxide: Used in creams to protect skin
from the sun.
Mica: Used in eye-shadows. If coated
with rutile or anatase, it makes
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pearl shades for lipsticks,
eye-shadows, hair gels, body
lotions rouges and blushes.

Titanium oxide (Rutile and Anatase): Whitens
such products as lipsticks,
eye-shadows, hand and body
lotions, and makeup.

Calcite: Used as a binder in eye-shadows
and pressed makeups, in chewing
gum bases, antibiotics, antacid
and dentifrices.

Quartz: Used in scouring soaps and
toothpaste, coatings for pills and
capsules, and in ointments,
suppositories and lotions.

Kaolinite (clay): Thickener in creams and
lotions, absorbs oil from the skin,
and forms gels and pastes for
toothpaste and shaving gels.

Barite (Barium sulfide): Helps in X-Ray
diagnoses.

For brevity sake, we will skip to day three where the good
part starts.

Day 3—May 16, 1988—Monday (Quinn River
Crossing Highway 140 near Denio, Nevada): A
bright sunny morning awaited those of us getting up
early to have breakfast before heading out to the
place on Ralph (Smith’s) map.

On the way, Ralph lost a binder on
the tow trailer again. A short time later, Gale
(Plagman) lost an inside rear tire. The tread just
peeled off. We arrived at Denio Junction and
replenished supplies, pulled a few slots, and
changed Gale’s tire. By this time a rainstorm was
brewing on the scene. We headed out to the Virgin
Valley about 2 p.m. with no difficulty and found the
campground had several other RV'’s already there.

Just drove
down one road and then another. Found a good
looking ash hill and climbed all over it. Didn’t find
anything of note. Maybe tomorrow will be the day.
Day 4—May 16, 1988—Tuesday (Drivers—Ralph
(Smith), Paul (Schmidt), Wes (Lingerfelt). This
day began very blustery and cloudy. We took off for
Badger Flat, some 40 miles away at 9 am. We went
looking for petrified wood, and after some looking,
found a mountain of it. By 11 am, we were heading
off down the road looking for Wall Canyon, stopping
to pick-up obsidian along the way. For some
reason, the map didn’t seem to fit the terrain or the
mileage. We kept going anyway, for what seemed
forever. We found some agate on a slope next to
the cow trail we were following. After many miles,
we decided to give up the direction we were going
and backtrack. We would probably still be out there
otherwise. Overall, when we got back to the
campground, a distance of 100 miles had been
traveled. We enjoyed every mile of it since we got
some rocks and saw some antelope along the way.
Day 5—May 17, 1988—Wednesday. This day was
much better for weather since the wind has slowed
and the sun looks promising. Only Bill (Thompson),
Jeannie (Lingerfelt) and | head out today, since
Ralph, Paul and others went back to Denio Junction.
We began checking out the areas next to Highway
140, and the Virgin Valley turn-off. There is some
carnelian to be found, but it is scarce. We checked
out all the canyons in the area to the northwest.
Lots of (petrified) wood about, but it is highly
cindered and of doubtful quality. No new
discoveries so far.

The group decided after supper to head down to
the Hole in the Wall Canyon east of camp, for
pictures. We are having a good time in this place.

From: Broken Hill, New South Wales. The mines of
the region known as Broken Hill is found in the
Barrier Ranges in western New South Wales.

Some of the world’s very best mineral specimens
have been discovered here. It is funny that many
prospectors walked over the Broken Hill region for
many years without noticing the valuable minerals
below their feet. The true value of the minerals
found here was not discovered until around 1886!
Here is a spectacular specimen of the lead mineral
cerussite. Other minerals from Broken Hill include
azurite, calcite, anglesite, antimony and silver, to
name only a few!

This gold nugget is called the “Hand of Faith.” It
weighs 845 ounces and was discovered in 1980 by
an amateur metal detectorist searching around his
home in Wedderburn, Victoria Australia. The first
important gold discoveries in Australia occurred
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shortly after the “Gold
Rush” in the United
States in 1849. In the
early years, the law said
that all gold found in
Australia belonged to the
King of England. So,
people didn’t go looking
for gold since they
couldn’t keep it.
Eventually the laws
changed and people
could make money
finding gold. In 1851 a
man named Edmund
Hargraves discovered gold near Bathurst. A rush to
find more gold soon began. Many very large
nuggets, smaller nuggets and vein gold (that is
found with veins of quartz) have been discovered
and mined in Australia.
