The Pride of Morgan Hill

Every town seems to have one "thing" it's es-
pecially proud of. Santa Maria has its "style" of
Bar-B-Que, Morgan Hill has its poppies. When
the average citizen thinks of poppies, the state
flower by the way, then usually he thinks of the
poppy fields near Gorman. In the spring, the
hillsides around Gorman are solid orange for
miles and miles. But when the rockhound hears
the word “poppy”, his palms start to sweat and
he suffers a few quick twitches of the neck mus-
cles, increase in blood pressure, heavy breath-
ing... Yes, Poppy Jasper from Morgan Hill!

From this pastoral little town comes one of
the classic gem materials of California. This jas-
per is an orbicular type of jasper. Now, orbicu-
lar jasper is found worldwide, in Utah, Arizona,
and Mekxico. It is known as Bird's Eye Rhyolite.
In Australia it's called Rain Forest Jasper. Mada-
gascar has "Ocean" jasper

Orbicular jasper can be found locally on San
Simeon Creek. These jaspers are all beautiful in
their own right, but all pale in comparison to the

poppies of Morgan Hill. The orbs in this jasper
are shocking in their size and boldness in color.
The colors range from scarlet reds, lemon yel-
low, and grass greens to jet black, snow white,
and they are BRIGHT.

This material was first discovered in rock and
gravel pits on Los Lagos Creek on the outskirts
of town, and being hard was perfect material to
crush for 2" road base. Yes, I said crushed.

New sphere and block of Morgan Hill Poppy Jasper

Orbicular jasper is a metamorphic rock hard-
ened by silica solutions and minerals that upwell
through local faults. Originally the material was
orbicular rhyolite, a form of lava that often pro-
duced thundereggs. In the case at Morgan Hill,
the orbicular rhyolite layer is sandwiched be-
tween basalt lava flows, and is nine feet thick.
Yes, [ said feet.

When this material was first discovered, a
modest amount was produced, but at the clo-
sure of the gravel pit, it was deeded to the
County to be used as a park. Since then only a
sporadic amount has surfaced. This material
was being poached by an individual who ended
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up in jail. Due to the beauty and lack of avail-
ability, the value of this material has skyrock-

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Richard Lewis on World Class Minerals

Richard Lewis, renowned collector of world class
minerals, was our guest speaker at the November
General Meeting. Richard shared numerous stories
about his travels to foreign lands, his fortunate en-
counters with minerals of historical value, and his
uncanny knack for locating extremely rare minerals.

One fortunate purchase involved a number of
bluish stones thought to be benitoite, which were
actually roughly cut sapphires that were faceted in
the 12th century. With the profits from the sale of
the gems, Richard founded an organization to give
terminally ill children an opportunity to enjoy an
outdoor experience, and hunt for minerals in a safe
environment (medically supervised). Seven centers
worldwide are being established, and one will be lo-
cated near Phoenix AZ.

brought to share were: zeolite, a huge matrix of
apophylite (pictured above), emeralds in matrix,
massive garnets, selenite from the Naica area (2 feet
long, crystal clear, with a 90 degree twist), diamonds
in pink matrix, sugilite, sheets of copper from Michi-
gan, pyrite pseudomorphs, legrandite from Mexico
(Ojuela Mine), and countless specimens that covered
25 feet of tabletops. It was sensory overload, and
the temptation to touch was great, but we resisted.

Richard regaled us with stories of flying into re-
mote, dangerous places, encountering wildlife on
their own turf, and surviving in hostile environments.
He spoke softly, not needing a microphone, since
everyone in attendance was anxiously awaiting the
next story, the next historical tidbit, the next speci-
men location description.

Thank you, Richard, for generously giving us a
memorable talk and showing us a few of your won-
derful minerals!

OMS Members Recognized With DANA
Lifetime Memberships

Ralph Bishop and Wayne Mills were recently
recognized for their contributions toward preser-
vation of the Dana Adobe, rated the most im-
portant historical residence in San Luis Obispo
County in that county’s Land Use Element. The
adobe was the former home of Captain William
Dana, who figured prominently in California’s
development between1840 and the 1860’s.

Ralph Bishop has saved artifacts that washed
into the nearby creek during heavy storm
events. Without his preservation attempts. these
artifacts including a ceramic pipe that traveled
‘round the Horn, would have been lost. He re-
cently donated the artifacts he found back to the
DANA group (Dana Adobe Nipomo Amigos)
that is the current conservator for the adobe.
Ralph has also volunteered his time to help with
excavation of a tallow vat on the property. The
Dana Group hopes to find the firebox for the vat
that was used to render the fat from the Cap-
tain’s cattle into tallow for the making of soap
and candles.

Wayne Mills, a transportation engineer with
20 years of service to Caltans District 5 has
helped Caltans as a technician on several ar-
chaeological projects. Wayne was recognized
for writing the initial application for the adobe’s
state landmark status, for obtaining the Save
America’s Treasures designation for the adobe,
for acting as "the old prospector” in the group’s
Heritage Day fundraiser, and for his hours of
volunteering on projects like the tallow vat exca-
vation. Wayne also created the name for the
DANA group at its founding in 2000.

Farewell, Dear Friend

Thomas W. Dibblee, Jr.

October 11, 1911 - November 17, 2004
Thomas Wilson Dibblee, Jr. died peacefully at

home on November 17, 2004, surrounded by loving
family members and dear friends. Tom was active
until the end. It was only in the last few days, when
total blindness overtook him that he was unable to
work on the remainder of his California geologic
maps.
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Tom Dibblee surveying our California surroundings

Tom graduated with a geology degree from
Stanford University, and soon became a petroleum
geologist with Atlantic Richfield. Tom met the love
of his live, Loretta Escobosa, a secretary in the Ba-
kersfield company office, and in 1949 asked for her
hand in marriage. Tom left Richfield in 1952 to
work for the U.S. Geological Survey in Menlo Park,
retiring from the USGS in 1977. Tom and Loretta
returned to Santa Barbara where both had grown
up, and to live closer to their families.

Tom devoted his final years to the Dibblee Geo-
logical Foundation which he founded specifically to
publish his maps. In 2002, the Dibblee Foundation
merged with the Santa Barbara Museum of Natural
History. The Museum continues to publish Tom's
maps (see “Websites of Note” for a link). During his
lifetime, Tom produced over 500 intricate geological
maps covering over 40,000 square miles, over one
quarter of California state. During his 93 years of
wandering our great state, it is estimated that Tom
hiked over 300,000 miles through rugged wilderness,
and drove well over a million miles on dirt roads in
the pursuit of geologic map accuracy.
