The Wanderer: It’s Figueroa Time!

Spring is here once again, and it’s time
for OMS to check out the chocolate lilies, pop-
pies, lupine, and alliums on the west side of Fi-
gueroa Mountain. This should be a perfect day
for photographing the early season flowers, and
a chance to bond with friends as we identify
some of the geologic features in our own back-
yard.

We plan to meander our way up the
western side of Figueroa, stop at the top for a
picnic lunch break, then poke down the chap-
arral covered hills to Los Olivos via Happy
Canyon Road. The loop will take most of the
day, and dinner at Solvang or Buellton is not
out of the question.

This adventure requires that drivers have an
Adventure Pass since it's on National Forest
land, so we’ll carpool where possible. Bring
along a big bottle of water, a sack lunch, sun-
screen, and a jacket in case it gets windy. We
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plan to have a slow paced day with ample op-
portunity for photography, bird watching, pic-
nicking, collecting, and identifying distant geo-
logic features from the higher perspective.

You can expect to find brecciated jasper in
hues ranging from deep purples, reds and
brown to light cream, ochre, and orange.
Soapstone Hill is just past our lunch spot on the
south side of the road. Serpentine outcrop-
pings are abundant in this area, and the mate-
rial is grey, moss green, or hunter green. Fran-
ciscan formation chert (a cool, minty green),
and agates are plentiful, too. We’ll be pointing
out a few new ‘finds’ since our trip last spring,
and identify additional mieral sources.

Sierra Shooting Star on Figueroa Mountain Road

I'm going to insist on a collecting stop along
Happy Canyon for cobbles! Last year I found
some great pieces, and with our recent rains,
who knows what else has turned up (my jasper
boulder from last year’s trip turned into a beau-
tiful sphere!). We are so fortunate to have this
beautiful countryside so close-by to explore!
