Shop Helps
By Brad Smith
DRILLING SMALL ITEMS: Small pieces need to
be held securely while drilling or burring to prevent
them from spinning if the drill catches. A quick
solution is to hold the work piece with a pair
of pliers or your ring clamp. Another
alternative is to clamp your piece to the bench X .
pin or a thin board. If using pliers, you can X
avoid scratches by putting a little tape over the @
jaws.

And BTW If you drill a fair number of small holes,
you might like a Mini Drill Press like we've set up in
class. It's got a small footprint, doesn't take up much
space, has a variable speed yet enough power for a
3/16 drill. Sold by a number of companies for around
$50 one example is riogrande.com/Product/Mini-
Drill-Press/330012?pos=1

AVOIDING SOLDER LINES: After finishing a
soldered joint on say a bezel, have you ever seen it
reappear when you solder the bezel to a base plate?
What's happening is that every time you heat a
soldered piece to the temperature that solder flows,
the liquid solder dissolves a little bit more into the
base metal. This leaves a small furrow where the
solder had been sanded off flush at the joint. To get
rid of the furrow, you have to re-sand the joint area
down to the bottom of the furrow.

To avoid this when I have another soldering
operation to follow, I try to leave a little extra solder
on my joints. For instance, when trimming off excess
base plate from around a bezel, | leave a paper
thickness of excess plate material whenever possible

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until I'm done with all soldering. Of course, this isn't
always possible as when a soldering operation will
prevent you from gaining access to an area for final
sanding and polishing.

DEPTH GAUGE FOR DRILLING

Sometimes you need to drill a number of holes all
to the same depth. One quick and easy way to do this
is to wind some tape around the drill bit so that the
tape just touches the part surface when the hole is
deep enough. You can set the depth either by
measuring from the tip of the drill to the tape or by
drilling one hole correctly, leaving the bit in the hole,
and wrapping tape around the bit at the surface level.
Note that a little extra tape left free on the end will
blow away debris from the drilling.

SHEET WAX WITH ADHESIVE: | was shopping
in the jewelry district last weekend for supplies for
our organic casting class and came upon a new
product that may interest some of you. Often | want
to increase the thickness of a model by adding a layer
of wax on the back side. For instance, models like a
leaf or a flower petal do not cast well unless you add
a little extra thickness. Problem is trying to apply a
coating of wax that's smooth and even.

The new product | found is an easily moldable
sheet wax with an adhesive coating. This lets me
press a leaf onto it, trim the wax to the leaf shape,
and then gently bend the sandwich to the contour |
want. The wax is available in a number of different
thicknesses from about 26 ga to 14 ga. If interested,

At this time we
are not assigning spaces ahead of your arrival so as to
be flexible in locating the various sized vehicles into
the new configuration. Hopefully we may be able to
return to pre-assignment as we learn the best location
for everyone’s vehicle. Again we ask for your
patience as we endeavor to make this 45™ annual
show the very best it can be.
