By the time you read
this, it may already be too
late. California State .
Senator Gloria Romero, from the Los Angeles
area has introduced SB 624, to strip Serpentine
as the California State Rock. The reasoning is
that serpentine is really ASBESTOS in disguise
and causes mesothelioma. Dan Walters of the
Sacramento Bee (Friday July 16, 2010 stated
"Romero's office says the language originated
with the Asbestos Disease Awareness
Organization, an anti-asbestos group whose
major sponsors are law firms specializing in
asbestos litigation.”

OMS Strikes Gold for Education with
2010 Treasure Chest

The total income from the Treasure Chest this
year is yet to be determined, but the gross proceeds
are looking very good, less ticket costs (Editor’s
note: for exact figures, please see Wes Lingerfelt.)

Hiddenite Find
By Debbie Hood

A nearly 65-carat emerald was found at a North
Carolina farm that was once a treasure-hunters
favorite. The community, 50-miles northwest of
Charlotte, is called Hiddenite and rockhounds used to
dig for emeralds there for $3.00/day, and large
numbers of beautiful gems have come from this site
over the years.

The emerald is so large that it is compared to a
broach once owned by Catherine the Great, an
eighteenth century Empress of Russia.

Large uncut crystals, some of good gem quality,
have come from this source, but never has one been
so large and high quality.

After being cut, the finished stone was about 20%
of the original weight — slightly larger than a U.S.
quarter and weighting about as much as a AA battery.
Such loss in weight is not unusual as fractures,
inclusions and other flaws are sawed away and then
the facetter must decide on shape and cut, sometimes
being limited as to orientation by the way the crystal
handles light. Then the grinding away to form facets
also reduces the weight.

“There’s always more in the bank.” And in this case
the best yet from this site came late to the party.

WD-40
