Lights: 

About 90% of fluorescent minerals respond to short-wave (SW) ultraviolet (UV) light.  About 15% respond to long-wave (LW) UV (aka “black 

light”).  If you want to get into the hobby, a good SW UV light is a must.  Get the highest power you can afford, since they stronger bulb will 

produce stronger fluorescent response in the minerals.  A good hand-held light can be found for around $125-150, and can often be fitted with 

a battery pack for field use.  You can also get cabinet-sized lights.  A large display SW UV light can cost $800-1000 for an 80-100W model.  

However, a LW lamp is much cheaper and I have put two 48” Philips-brand black light tubes from the hardware store to good use in my display 

cases (total cost was around $40).  Some good brands of lights are UV Systems “SuperBright” (rugged but more costly, around $500 for a hand-

held); Way Too Cool ($125 and up for single or multiple wavelength lamps, with or without battery pack).  Way Too Cool also does cabinet 

display lights.  Raytech makes an adequate portable lamp but at a lower power than the SuperBright or Way Too Cool lines.  A W eb search will 

turn up other options, too.  In general, you want at least a 6 watt lamp, preferably 9-12 watts, for hand held use.
